On Palm Sunday we remember Jesus’ 
triumphant entry into Jerusalem.   How 
would you think such an important         
person came into the town?

No, He came on a              
donkey! This showed that He was            
coming humbly and in peace.  Also, by 
coming on a donkey, Jesus was doing 
something that a prophet had                  
predicted long before He was even 
born. That showed God was following 
through on His big plans. Now, while  
Jesus was     coming into Jerusalem, 
people lined up to welcome Him. They 
put their coats on the ground, sort of 
like a fancy red carpet, but also to 
show that the people respected Jesus and     considered Him their king. They 
waved palm branches, which were a sign of respect, and were also a sign of victory. 
They shouted “Hosanna!” which  means “save us.”
